Etiquette – Information Sessions/Networking Events:
· Study the company (products/services/general info)

· Research when they’ve been in the news and for what
· “People like to talk about themselves” – listen to what they say and jot down brief notes after so you can touch on a few of those things in your follow up email/thank you
· Dress properly – business formal = suit, matching shoes & belt; business casual – dress slacks and collared shirt, blazer optional. Be sure to have a leather portfolio folder
· Sit properly – have good posture, no slouching, no fidgeting or shifting
· Pay attention

· If you think of a question – write it down and make sure it makes sense and hasn’t already been asked. Build questions off of the conversation

· Call them at the right time. Ex: if they are a trader, call before markets open, around 7am
· At info sessions, you should talk to the companies you are least interested in first so that you warm up talking to people

Etiquette – Interviews:
· Be early

· Come with a Wall Street Journal or something smart to read

· Be confident but not egotistical

· If you have stuff that supplements your resume – bring it

· Have a nice pen and a nice portfolio (leather)
· Make sure you do your research on the company beforehand

· Always ask a question at the end – How do you like working at this company?, What would I be doing on an average day?, etc.
· Keep in contact with the people you met with – follow up with recruiter and who interviewed you
· LISTEN: Remember why you are there – You are there for advice and to gain knowledge from these people

What to Wear – Kelly O’Kane:
· Men – business casual

· Button down shirt

· No jeans

· Shoes match the belt and both should be leather

· Dress pants

· Shirt is tucked in all the way

· Blazer is optional but looks better

*Should be overdressed rather than underdressed

· Women – business casual

· Dress slacks or skirt and collared shirt

· No cleavage

· Sweater sets are acceptable if appropriate and not too tight
· Jewelry is not too flashy or tacky

· Shoes should match belt and bag

· Men – business formal
· Suit – wear neutral colors for shirt: white, pale (very pale) blue. Ties: no crazy patterns or bold colors (probably not red for interviews either). Do not wear anything crazy or bold
· Briefcase at most
· Portfolio at least
· Again, shoes match belt
· Buckles on belt match watch – silver to silver, gold to gold. If wearing a leather band, it needs to match the shoes and belt

· Women – Business formal
· Suit – pants or skirt set are both acceptable. Fitted collared blouse. Do wear a tank-top underneath a white blouse – having your bra visible is not acceptable
· Use conservative or nice bags – it is okay to have a nice bag but nothing flashy when interviewing or first starting
